LEPC Meeting Minutes
Douglas/Sarpy Extension Office

June 3, 2009

At 8:00 A.M. the Douglas County LEPC meeting was called to order by Chairperson Maria Reiter.

Members in attendance included Rebecca Barrientos-Patlan, Randy Charlton, Doug Clark, Keith Deiml, Phyllis Dutton, Karry Johnson, Lynn Knudtson, Dorothy Lanphier, Jim Nelson, Eric Plautz, Maria Reiter, Leigh Salgado, Gene Siadek, Heather Watts (for Bill Mulherin), Terry Yohn, and John Young.  Guests included Diane Luna from BRNA and Capt Fred Mead from Salvation Army.
A motion was made to approve the agenda by Lynn Knudtson, seconded by Doug Clark.  All were in favor, none opposed and motion carried.

A motion to approve the April 1, 2009 Meeting Minutes was made by John Young and seconded by Lynn Knudtson.  All were in favor, none opposed and motion carried.

Chair Maria Reiter reported on 2009 LEPC outreach efforts.  The LEPC did not sponsor a booth at the National Safety Council Great Omaha Chapter Health and Safety Summit in May due to non-availability of members to staff the booth.  The LEPC will consider partnering with Pottawattamie and Sarpy Counties to sponsor a combined booth at next year’s event.
Chair Maria Reiter reported that the LEPC banner along with twenty dollars in donations was given to Phyllis Dutton by the previous chairperson.   Maria picked the items up from Phyllis at the Westroads Mall Safety Expo.   With the LEPC funds now secured, the group discussed how other LEPCs maintain their funds.   Maria, who is also secretary/treasurer of the Sarpy County LEPC, reported that the Sarpy County LEPC has had no problems with the county in its operation and maintenance of an LEPC checking account.  Lynn Knudtson, president of the Pottawattamie County LEPC, reported that Pottawattamie County LEPC expenditures come directly out of the EMA office.  Douglas County LEPC members recommended establishing a club-type account.   It was agreed that this would allow the LEPC to continue to apply for HMEP reimbursable grant funding.
Eric Plautz from Douglas County Emergency Management informed the committee that the LEOP was in the process of being updated and submitted to the state.  He also spoke about siren testing in Douglas County.  The regional Emergency Management Group began discussing siren testing last winter.  Because Douglas County owns every one of its 119 sirens, DCEMA looked at maintenance scheduling and decided it made better business sense to test the sirens during a weekday.  In April, Douglas County started testing its sirens at 11:00 A.M. the first Wednesday of the month since contractors were readily available, could be called out to make repairs, and it involved no overtime pay.  Sarpy County doesn’t own any sirens; all sirens are owned by individual Sanitary Improvement Districts.  Siren will continue to sound in Sarpy County at 10 A.M the first Saturday of each month.  Information about siren testing can be found on the DCEMA website. Douglas County LEPC information can be accessed from the new Douglas County EMA web site.  Meeting times and dates still need to be added to the website.
Maria Reiter, Capt. Hildebrandt and Fire Marshall Capt Mike Green have met several times to review Tier II reports, consolidate databases, and identify facilities who have not submitted reports.  A total of 256 Tier II Reports have been received for the 2008 reporting.  The Tier II reports have been assembled in a binder and placed in a file repository in the Douglas County Clerks office.  NEMA website contains current Tier II Report Coordinators for each county along with their contact information.  The Fire Marshall is able to refer facilities which need to report Tier II’s.  

The Region 7 LEPC Conference will be held in Kansas City, Missouri on Aug 6 – Aug 9, 2009.  During the April LEPC Meeting, John Pieters and Ted Argintean were selected to represent the LEPC at the regional conference.  Both are no longer able to attend.  It was moved by John Young and seconded by Jim Nelson to allow Phyllis Dutton and Rebecca Barrientos-Patlan to represent the LEPC at the Region 7 LEPC Conference. All were in favor, none opposed, and motion carried.
A motion was made to adjourn by Jim Nelson and seconded by Rebecca Patlin.  All were in favor, none opposed and motion carried.  The committee adjourned to take an industry tour of the new West Omaha MUD water treatment plant hosted by MUD and LEPC member Gene Siadek.
