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	1.	Immunization records are required within 30 days of enrollment. 

2.	Children who are not up-to-date with immunizations may be excluded during outbreaks of vaccine preventable diseases.

3.	This facility will report the immunization status of all children enrolled as of September 30 to the Department of Health and Human Services by November 1ST of each year.
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1. Parent/guardians will submit one of the following to the facility within 30 days of enrollment.

a. Updated Immunization Record

b. Proof of Varicella (chicken pox)

c. A certification by a physician, certified nurse practitioner, or physician assistant that immunization is not appropriate for a stated medical reason 

d. A written statement that the parent or guardian does not wish to have the child immunized and the reasons why. 

2. ____________________ will record children’s immunization information on the state’s Immunization Reporting form. Refusal/Exemption notes must be included with report. 

3. ____________________will place child’s immunization record, statement of exemption or certification in the child’s file.

4. ____________________will exclude children whose immunization records are not on file after 30 days of enrollment.




CHILD IMMUNIZATION POLICY (Requirements & Reporting) (cont.)

CURRENTLY ENROLLED CHILDREN:

1. _______________________ will review and update the records of each child’s immunization report:

a. Review in March and September for children under 20 months. 

b. Children over 20 months need not be reviewed until kindergarten if immunizations are up-to-date.

2. If children are behind in their immunizations or if their paperwork is incomplete:

a. _____________________ will give parent/guardian one written reminder with a 30 day due date. A copy of the reminder will be kept in the child’s file. See PARENT/GUARDIAN REMINDER NOTE. 

b. Children who need immunizations may attend if they have an appointment scheduled within four weeks and are in the process of updating their records.

c. After two months, children whose immunizations are not up-to-date will be dismissed.

STATE REPORTING

1. _________________________ will check the Immunization Action Coalition website every year to check on current immunization requirements. See the RECOMMENDED CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATION SCHEDULE.

2.	_________________________ will remind parent/guardians that it is their responsibility to keep immunization records for their children. 

3.	_________________________ will complete the state’s Immunization Report for each child enrolled. Contact the Child Care Inspection Specialist at (402) 595-3343 in Douglas, Sarpy, Cass and Washington counties or (800) 600-1289 in Nebraska for the current Immunization Report.

4.	________________________ will send the immunization report to Nebraska Health and Human Services by November 1st of each year.

5. All files will be available to Child Care Licensing for review and inspection.
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
