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	All staff will perform a DAILY HEALTH CHECK on their assigned children upon child’s arrival and when any changes in behavior or appearance is noted. 
	
Staff will document these observations on the ENROLLMENT/ ATTENDANCE/SYMPTOM RECORD (EAS). 











CLUSTER DEFINITION

A cluster is when three or more cases of the same symptoms or contagious disease are closely grouped in time and place.
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1. ____________________will post the DAILY HEALTH CHECK poster in each room. 

2. Children will be given a DAILY HEALTH CHECK when they arrive at the facility by their assigned child care provider. 

3. When children are accompanied by their parent/guardian the DAILY HEALTH CHECK will be completed in the presence of the parent/guardian.

4.  The parent/guardian will be asked about their child’s health problems or concerns when they arrive. 

5.  The parent/guardian who does not accompany their child into the facility (facility transportation/walking) will be called within one hour if any problems or concerns are noted.

6. The child care provider will look for signs of disease or injury that could affect the child’s ability to participate in the day’s activities or spread a communicable disease to others. See Child Exclusion Policy.

WHEN A CLUSTER OCCURS

____________________ will contact the child care health consultant or the Douglas County Health Department (402) 444-7214 or Nebraska Division of Public Health Epidemiology (402) 471-2937 for recommendations.


DAILY HEALTH CHECK POLICY (cont.)

7. ____________________will discuss concerns with the parent/guardian and decide whether to:

a.	exclude the child. See Child Exclusion Policy. 
OR
b.	make special arrangements as needed for the child to remain in care. See Care of the Mildly Ill Child Policy.

[image: ]The final decision whether to exclude a child from child care is made by the child care staff.

8. The child care provider will complete the EAS RECORD for their assigned group of children.

9. ____________________will review the EAS RECORD weekly to identify patterns of disease or injury to determine signs of abuse/neglect or clusters of diseases.

10.  If abuse or neglect is suspected see Suspected Child Abuse Policy.

11.  All staff will give their completed EAS RECORDS to _____________________. Keep on file for one month.

12.  _________________ will recycle records after one month.
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
