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COMFORT AND COUNT CHILDREN

1.	Staff will comfort the children, explain the situation, and model how to stay calm.

2.	Each staff will count their assigned children to make sure each child is safe and accounted for.

CHECK AND CALL

1.	_______________________ will call in additional staff if needed. 
2.	_______________________ will check if the power outage is confined to the facility or includes the neighborhood or surrounding areas.
3.	All staff will look for and avoid any down power lines. 
4.	________________________ will call the local power company at ________________________, explain the situation, and request assistance.

EMERGENCY LIGHTING

1.	To activate the emergency lighting system in this facility, __________________ will check that a battery-operated system has been automatically activated, or will use some other system. Flashlights are stored in _____________________.
2.	_______________________ will check to make sure the batteries, flashlights and emergency lighting system are in working order monthly.

POWER FAILURE THAT REQUIRES EVACUATION

Unless the power failure is accompanied by an emergency situation requiring evacuation (i.e. fire, flood, etc.) children will be kept inside. Should it be necessary to leave the building, staff will follow EMERGENCY EVACUATION PROCEDURES.

SAFE TEMPERATURES

1. If temperatures inside the facility become unsafe or if weather conditions do not permit the maintenance of safe temperatures within the facility, families will be notified by telephone, radio or television stations on _____________________.
