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CLEANING/DISINFECTING PROCEDURE

1. Wear disposable gloves or reusable rubber gloves (Specifically used for cleaning the restrooms).

2. Wash with soap, fresh water, and paper towels, mop or rags. (DO NOT USE SPONGES.)

3. Scrub to remove debris.

4. Rinse with fresh water. (DO NOT USE water that has been standing in pails, basins or sinks.)

5. Disinfect the clean surface using an EPA approved chemical disinfectant and follow labeling directions. 














RESTROOM CLEANING POLICY (cont.)

6. DISINFECT everything in the restroom using one of the following DISINFECTANTS.
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7. Dry with paper towels or air dry.

8. Throw away paper towels in a foot pedal covered trash can with a plastic bag liner.

9. Launder rags after each use.

10. Clean mops after each use with soap and fresh water. Soak mop in disinfectant for 10-30 minutes. Wring and hang to dry.

11. Remove gloves and throw away in a foot pedal covered trash can with a plastic bag liner. See GLOVE REMOVAL or Wash rubber gloves with soap and water and allow to dry.

12. Place labeled cleaning materials (all chemicals) in a locked cabinet.
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13. Wash your hands.
