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	This facility will maintain clean environments for pets and supervise children in safe handling of pets.



[image: ]ALL PETS WILL MEET THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS:

1. 	Any pet allowed here will show evidence of good health, be on a flea, tick and worm control program, and be immunized. 

2. 	The following animals are not allowed: ferrets, turtles, and other reptiles, birds of the parrot family, animals under 1 year, female animals in heat, stray animals, wild or dangerous animals or chickens, ducks, or geese.

3. 	Pets are not allowed in food preparation, or food service/dining areas (unless a licensed working animal is required by child).

4. 	All pets are kept in enclosed cages, except when children are handling them.

5. 	Children shall be closely supervised when handling animals. 

6. 	Children will thoroughly wash hands after handling animals. 

7. 	Animal tanks and cages will be sturdy so children cannot tip them over.

FOR SAFE HANDLING OF PETS:

1. _________________________ will notify parents of any new pets in the facility and ask about their child’s allergies to pets.

2. _________________________ will annually document and maintain records of immunizations and flea, tick and worm control programs for each animal here. Place records in “Pet” file.

3. _________________________ will be responsible for the general care, feeding and will clean cages weekly and as needed.

4. ________________________ will supervise children’s play with pets and when putting pet food in bowls.

5. Children will not feed pets by hand.

6. After petting an animal, child care providers and children will wash their hands
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PETS IN THE FACILITY POLICY (cont.)

 7.  Children will not put their hands in their mouth or the pet’s mouth when handling pets.

 8.  When an animal bite or scratch occurs, follow first aid measures.

 9.  Children will not be allowed to touch pet feces and urine.

10.  All pet supplies (i.e. food, bedding, and toys) are kept out of the reach of children.

11.  Pet shampoo and medicines are kept in a locked cabinet.
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
