3. When on field trips, staff will consider all outside plants and their leaves, fruit and stems to be potentially toxic. 

WHEN A POSSIBLE POISONING OCCURS:

1. Contact the Poison Control Center at (800) 222-1222 (Nebraska) when either contact or ingestion occurs.

2. Staff will follow emergency procedures as instructed by the Poison Control Center. See Urgent Care Policy.

3. ___________________ will contact the child’s parent/guardian immediately if a poisoning occurs.
