1. The frequesncy of sanitation inspections vary. At a minimun, an inspection is conducted prior to a license being issued and every other year thereafter. See CHILD CARE ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ASSESSMENT FOR LEAD. 

INSPECT MONTHLY

1. ________________________ will check the building montly for the following lead hazards.

· Flaking, chipping or cracking paint
· Paint on playground equipment is intact
· No areas of bare soil
· No toys with lead paint
· Dishes have smooth, hard surfaces that are free from cracks and chips

a. If repairs are needed use the HAZARDS REPORT form.

b. ________________________ will monitor that all repairs are done according to health department guidelines.

2. ____________________________ will contact the Douglas County Health Department Lead Program ([402] 444-1881) or the State Health Department at (1 [888] 242-1100 menu 3) for a consultation if: 

a. A lead hazard is suspectedor detected on site or in the area.

b. A child at this facility has an elevated blood lead level of 10 or higher. 





BUILDING BUILT PRIOR TO 1978

1. This facility must be inspected by the health department prior to licensure and every other year, including an assessment of risk of soil, paint, water, and items in the child care. See CHILD CARE ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ASSESSMENT FOR LEAD.
